GRANT GUIDELINES
Blackpool Coastal Housing Tenants’ Project Fund
Blackpool Coastal Housing (BCH) is committed to improving not just the homes of their customers but also their quality of life. As part of their efforts to achieve this aim BCH have created a £100,000 annual Tenants Project Fund which will support projects that genuinely make a difference to the lives of their customers and the neighbourhoods in which they live. 

    

The aim of the Tenant Project Fund is to have a significant positive impact on the lives of Blackpool Council tenants / leaseholders and meet at least one of the following BCH corporate objectives:

1. To provide BCH customers with high quality homes and services that represent excellent value for money.

2. To empower BCH customers, ensuring that they are placed at the heart of everything 
3. To contribute to the wider regeneration of Blackpool; creating jobs and opportunities for local people and improving the health and wellbeing of residents.
4. To reduce impact on the environment.


You can apply to the Tenant Project Fund if you are:

· A voluntary or community organisation

· A Public Service provider
· A Charitable Organisation

· A Local Ward Councillor

· Area Forum or Area Panel

· An individual tenant or leaseholder

NB: You will be required to demonstrate significant local support for your project from Blackpool Council tenants and leaseholders, or BCH recognised Tenant & Resident Associations. 

In order to receive the grant directly you must:

· Have a bank account that requires at least two unrelated signatories
· Have a management committee with at least three unrelated members

· Be able to finish your project within one year of receipt of our award

· Be the same organisation applying for the grant, receiving the grant and responsible for spending the grant. 


The Tenants Project Fund (TPF) will make awards of between £500 and £10,000.   
There are no restrictions on the number of applications you can make, but a single organisation can only be allocated a maximum of £30,000 in any one financial year.  This includes a maximum of £10,000 per organisation per individual ward.
In order to ensure that the TPF benefits as many areas as possible, a single ward (as defined by the Council’s democratic boundaries), can only be allocated a maximum of £30,000 per financial year.

All awards must be spent within 12 months of being approved. In addition, applicants must be able to demonstrate, as part of their application, how their project will be sustained after the funding has been spent.

Some examples of eligible costs/activities include;
· Provision of a community garden

· Tackling dog fouling in the local area

· Additional staff costs where costs are related to a specific project

· Diversionary activities which tackle anti social behaviour


· Organisations that seek to make a profit

· Projects that clearly duplicate the activities another organisation is providing

· Projects that are the statutory duty of another provider

· Commercial ventures 
· Purchase/maintenance of vehicles
· Regional or local offices of a national organisation

· Activities that will have already taken place before we offer you a grant
· Politically connected or exclusively religious activities
· Trophies and medals
· Organisations that are set up for the benefit of animals or plants – environmental groups that work with animals or environment such as city farms are acceptable
· Groups comprising just one family
· Debts and other liabilities
· Reclaimable VAT
· Gifts or projects exclusively for the purpose of entertaining – social events can be funded where there is a clear community benefit.
This list is neither exclusive nor exhaustive- if you are unsure if elements of your project may be excluded please contact the Community Foundation for Merseyside using the contact details overleaf for help

Completed grant applications are appraised by Community Foundation staff. Groups are contacted for more information after applying, and a decision making panel, will consider the applications.

Unsuccessful applicants will receive a letter detailing the reasons for their application being rejected and will be invited to reapply to this or another Community Foundation administered programme where appropriate.


Return a signed completed grant application form ensuring that the documents listed below are also included. If you do not submit all the relevant documents in time for your application to be assessed, it will not be considered by the panel. You will therefore receive a letter informing you that your application has been rejected.
If you have downloaded this application pack from www.lancsfoundation.org.uk or received it via email you may return electronic versions of the documents listed below if they include e-signatures (scanned or otherwise) Alternatively, you may return the application via email to applications@lancsfoundation.org.uk and post the other documents to the address provided:
You must include the following:

1.  A signed copy of the group’s rules or constitution 
2. A signed copy of the group’s latest annual accounts or income/expenditure document 
3. A copy of a recent bank statement for your group
4. A signed copy of the group’s current Safeguarding Policy. All applicants must ensure that they hold relevant policies and procedures in place to undertake activities, such as Criminal Records Bureau checks and/or a health and safety policy, depending on proposed activity.
